Despite the possibility of a temporary dip in capital acquisition spending 
over the next 12-24 months, the Defence Capability Plan (DCP) still aims 
to deliver significant new combat capabilities. In accordance with Force 
2030 ADM will examine prospects for some of the key weapons projects 
highlighted in the budget.
